 GENERAL 
 

Neta Motosat (Vehicle Satellite Receiver System) is designed to be used for receiving 
and watching satellite broadcasting in road vehicles like passenger coaches, caravans, 
minibuses, trucks and lorries while these vehicles are at park position. 
 
 IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS 
 

Do not open the cover of the unit. No user-serviceable parts inside. To open the covers 
cancels the guarantee of the unit. Refer to authorized technical service. 
 
Installation of the system should be done by authorized technical service. Installation 
made by unauthorized person cancels the guarantee. Such a case is also risky for 
safety of lives and vehicle. 
 
There is a “CONTACT” input in the satellite receiver. This input should be connected to 
a voltage supply that will be activated when the motor of the vehicle is switched on. 
Thus, the system detects that the vehicle has been operated and shuts down the 
antenna and closes if it is open and then itself. 
 
In some cases; operating of the system is desired also while the vehicle is being 
operated at park position. In this case, when the system is being operated, a warning 
message will be displayed on TV screen. The system goes on operation by pressing 
“OK” button, otherwise shuts down itself. In such usage, the user is responsible of 
shutting down the system before moving the vehicle. 
 
This system is not suitable for using while the vehicle in motion. Using during drive, may 
cause damage to the vehicle and dangerous for life safety. 
 
The system shuts down itself and closes the antenna automatically when the vehicle is 
operated, but the user should also see the closing of the antenna for a safe journey.  
 
The satellite receiver is designed for installing into the dashboard of the vehicle. If 
dashboard installation is not possible, while determining the installation place of the 
receiver make sure that the ventilation holes of the receiver are not closed and the 
receiver heat is not very high. Over heat may cause dangerous situations. 
 
If the antenna is covered by snow or ice, do not operate the system. That kind of usage 
may cause permanent damages to the system. 
 
Do not connect any unapproved equipment to prevent your unit against a permanent 
damage or danger. 
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The antenna part of the system, which is installed on top of the vehicle, causes a height 
on the vehicle. Make sure that this height will not cause any risk while moving of the 
vehicle. It is very important that to be aware of this height for safety while crossing a 
bridge, crossover or wooded road. 
 
Official matters about the antenna part of the system, which is mounted top of the 
vehicle, are under user responsibility.

 USAGE 
 

Operating the system; 
Press “ ” button on the front panel of the receiver or “STANDBY” button on the remote 
control to operate the system. The LED on the front panel will turn on and the system 
will start to operate. 
 
When the system is operated, firstly the antenna is opened and starts to search the 
selected satellite. The satellite search is completed in about 20 seconds. After the 
satellite is found, the system defines the most suitable antenna position by making fine-
tuning and stops. After the satellite is found, the channels on the receiver can be 
watched. 
 
Turn off the system; 
To turn off the system press “ ” button on the front panel of the receiver or “STANDBY” 
button on the remote control, if the antenna is open it starts to close automatically. The 
system goes on operating until the antenna is closed. The system turns off after closing 
the antenna. 
 
There shouldn’t be any physical obstruction between the antenna and satellite. Tall 
buildings on the roadside, mountains, trees, crossovers, bridges and similar barriers 
may block to reach the satellite signals to the antenna partly or completely. 
 
The signal receiving performance of the system may decrease during heavy rainfall or 
snowfall. It also happens if the antenna is covered by snow. In such case, remove 
gently the snow off the dish.

 CABLE CONNECTIONS TO THE JUNCTION BOX 
 

1. Connect the LNB COAX cable to the end in the junction box as shown in the figure. 
2. Connect the cable, which comes from the receiver to 8 different inputs in the junction 

box by following the numbers. 
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 INSTALLATION MANUAL 
 
 THE CASES THAT SHOULD BE CONSIDERED 
 
Make sure that there are no physical obstacles on the vehicle that prevent watching the 
satellites and motion of the dish, when choosing the installation place of the antenna. 
 
Installation place should be smooth and plain surface and on the centerline according to 
the vehicle width. 
 
While doing installation at rough surfaces, the bottoms of the installation holes should be 
supported. Otherwise, the bottom plate may bend. Such a case may cause some 
technical problems. 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
Make sure that the installation base is a rigid surface and it never stretches. 
 
It is important that the closing direction of the antenna should be towards back of the 
vehicle. In this position, the wind effect is at the minimum level during the driving of the 
vehicle when the antenna is closed. 
 
Before installing the system, make sure that the place is dry and clean, on which the 
antenna will be mounted.

 INSTALLATION 
 

1. The mounting plate is fixed first on the mounting surface according to the desired 
installation method (fixing with bolts or bonding). 

2. While fixing the mounting plate, be sure that the long edge of the mounting plate is 
parallel to the front-rear axis of the vehicle and closing direction of the antenna 
comes to the rear side of the vehicle. 
 

 
 
 

3. Place the antenna over the mounting plate by paying attention to the direction of the 
antenna; and the holes of the antenna should be superposed the clinched nuts of the 
mounting plate. 

4. The aluminum spacers are put to the clinched nuts of the mounting plate. Star 
washers are put over the aluminum spacers by superposing the holes. 

5. M6x10 screws fix clinched nuts of the mounting plate, star washers and aluminum 
washers. 

6. After cleaning the installation place, foam band is stick at 52cm far away from the 
rear-middle axis of the antenna. 

7. The connection arm is to be fitted between the dish holder plate and dish. The 
connection holes should be superposed to each other. 

8. The jagged washers are fitted over the connection bolts. The bolts are passed 
through the connection holes and fix the dish. 
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9. Antenna and motor cables should be brought orderly to the inside of the vehicle. This 
process should be done in accordance with the ceiling and flooring structure of the 
vehicle. 

10. The satellite receiver should be close to the TV at the inside of the vehicle. The other 
lead of the antenna cable is connected to the antenna input of the satellite receiver. 
The motor cable is connected to the motor input. 

11. The TV is connected to the satellite receiver with RCA cable. The ground connection 
of the RCA cable should be good; otherwise some noise may occur on audio and 
video signal. If required, connect the satellite receiver to the vehicle ground with a 
short cable. 

12. 12 V DC supply voltage is connected to the input of the satellite receiver by a thermal 
fuse. “CONTACT” input is connected to the supply that comes from the contact of the 
vehicle. 

13. If IR remote sensor will be used, it should be placed in the range of the remote 
control unit and the connector of it should be inserted to the IR Remote Control input 
on the rear panel of the receiver. 

14. Operate the system and check, that the system finds the satellites and the channels 
are being watched normally. 

15. Insure that there are no obstacles at the installation place that prevent operating the 
antenna properly. Using the satellite menu, set maximum and minimum antenna 
limits. 

16. It may be required to set LNB angle according to the geographic region or the 
satellites that will be watched.
